Jeff Yahn stepped up and marked his lie on the 13th
green at the Zebulon Disc Golf Course, located just
outside of Raleigh, North Carolina. His putter had just
broken the weekend before and he was hoping his new
Aviar would replace his old one.

RIPT is a variation of the game of disc golf we all love.
All players start with three cards in their hand. Every
hole, the CTP winner within the group receives a card
and if someone wins a hole outright, they receive a card
as well. Each card has suggestions of a way to play

a hole, such as making someone play the hole with one
disc or throwing a certain type of shot. There are cards
that allow you to move your own lie or your opponents
lie. Another card gives you a mulligan, or forces your
opponent to throw a mulligan after a good shot. And, as
Jeff Yahn found out, a card that makes you putt with
your opposite hand.
